Sensory Guide
Sounds:

There are multiple loud songs used throughout the show and before the
show starts as you enter the theatre.
Ambient noise will be used underneath several scenes,  including scenes
where the characters dance together as if in a nightclub.
Character A raises his voice towards the end of the play to shout at
Character B.

Smells:
At two moments in the play, characters will smoke nicotine free fruity
vapes. You may be able to smell them in the front row of the audience.
There is no use of dry ice or smoke.



Feel:
At the start of the show, confetti falls from the roof of the space, so you
may feel a gentle breeze as it lands depending on where you sit in the
space.

See:
A minute into the show confetti will fall from the ceiling.
During 2 moments in the show, a remote control dog will enter the stage
to interrupt the action.
There will be a disco ball effect used during key moments set in nightclubs
during the show.
